SOME UPDATES FROM CLLR DICK COLE 
CORNWALL COUNCILLOR FOR ST DENNIS AND ST ENODER 
 

CORNISH LITHIUM LATEST 
 

The plans of Cornish Lithium to mine lithium on Trelavour Downs has been 

the main topic of debate around St Dennis over the last couple of months. 
As the local Cornwall Councillor, I attended consultation sessions at The 

Pitch on 7th and 17th July, as well as one at Indian Queens Victory Hall on 

23rd July. I also attended the two post-consultation Trelavour Liaison Group 
meetings. At the first of these meetings, Cornish Lithium updated those 

present on the feedback to their consultation, and I hope that this 
information will be released to the wider public in the near-future. 

 

I was present at two public meetings in the St Dennis Working Mens Club at 
which local residents raised concerns about the project and I have a given a 

commitment to one and all to continue raising those concerns expressed to 

me with the applicants, Cornwall Council, the Planning Inspectorate, etc. 
 

TOP-DOWN PLANNING CHANGES 

 
Some months back, the UK Government imposed a higher housing target on 

Cornwall. As a consequence, council officers have taken the view that we no 

longer have a “five-year supply” and they are arguing that housing policies 
in the Cornwall Local Plan can therefore no longer be given weight in the 

deliberation of planning applications. 

 
In recent weeks, I have been challenging  the view of council officers, which 

would leave areas such as Clay Country pretty defenceless against 

inappropriate developments. It will also make it easier for people to build 
expensive open-market housing rather then local-needs affordable housing. 

There has even been a consultation on government plans to make it more 

difficult for councillors on principal authorities to refer developments of nine 
or fewer dwellings to planning committees.  

 

It is so frustrating but I am making what representations I can to the 

unitary authority and local MPs. 

 

CORNISH NATIONAL MINORITY WORKING GROUP 
 

The first meeting of the Cornish National Minority Working Group since the 

local elections took place on 12th August and I am pleased to report that I 
was re-elected Chairman. This committee is tasked with lobbying central 

government to deliver on its obligations to the Cornish as a national 

minority. 
 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

  

Linked to this, the English Devolution and Community Empowerment Bill is presently 
going through Parliament, which unsurprisingly does not include plans for 

meaningful devolution for Cornwall.  

 

At the Cornwall Council meeting on 22nd July, I moved a cross-party motion, 

which called for a “devolution settlement to properly reflect Cornwall’s 

national identity and the national minority status of the Cornish.” Following 

discussion between elected members – including the new leader of the 

Council, Cllr Leigh Frost – it had been drafted to include a challenge to central 

government to follow through on the national minority status of the Cornish 

and “formally recognise Cornwall as one of the five nations of the United 

Kingdom.”  

 

The motion was passed by 53 votes to 22. It was supported by all councillors 

from the Conservative, Green, Labour, Liberal Democrat and Mebyon Kernow 
groups, and all independent councillors – bar one! Two Reform councillors 

voted in favour, two abstained, and the remaining 21 present at the meeting 

voted against. 
 

Cornwall Council will now be working with MPs to lobby central government 

on these important matters.  
 

HIGHWAY MATTERS 

 
I am continuing to follow up on a range of highway matters and I will report 

more fully in my next report in St Dennis News.

St Denys Church : October reflection and services                                                  

I was trained back in the early nineties to become a priest. Interestingly a priest not a vicar and the two 

are ostensibly different.  

We were called to a prophetic ministry. To ask questions as to how society can turn a blind eye to so 

much.  Not always to answer, but never to ignore.  

This is called the prophetic voice of the priesthood. Unlike the comforting pastoral role that offers solace 

and reassurance, the prophetic dimension of religious leadership confronts communities with the stark 

realities of moral complexity, forcing us all to grapple with ethical contradictions they we would all 

prefer to ignore. 

This prophetic tradition finds its roots in the Hebrew Bible, where on a personal level Nathan confronted 

King David about, and more applicable for the sake of this article, Jeremiah warned of societal collapse 

due to moral decay. These ancient prophets established a template for religious leaders who would speak 

truth to power regardless of personal cost or popular opinion.  

It’s a difficult voice because it is called to expose the gaps between professed values and lived reality. 

When priests speak prophetically, we hope to illuminate the moral complexity that exists beneath 

surface-level ethical positions. This voice refuses to allow moral positions to remain abstract or 

theoretical, demanding instead that communities confront the practical implications of their stated 

beliefs.  

The moral complexity that prophetic voices address often involves competing goods rather than simple 

choices between right and wrong. Modern ethical dilemmas rarely present clear-cut options, instead 

requiring communities to weigh competing values, consider unintended consequences, and make 

decisions with incomplete information. The prophet helps communities develop the moral imagination 

necessary to navigate these complexities while maintaining commitment to fundamental principles. 

Ultimately, the prophetic voice of the priest serves not to provide easy answers but to deepen moral 

understanding and commitment. By speaking uncomfortable truths about moral complexity, I am 

supposed to help our community develop the spiritual and ethical maturity necessary for authentic 

discipleship. My job is to remind us all that religious teachings involves more than personal piety; it 

requires engagement with the messy, complicated work of pursuing justice in an imperfect world. 

The enduring power of prophetic speech lies not in its ability to resolve moral complexity but in its 

capacity to help communities face that complexity with courage, wisdom, and unwavering commitment 

to human flourishing. In a world that often prefers simple answers to difficult questions, the prophetic 

voice of the priest remains an essential reminder that authentic moral living requires wrestling with 

complexity rather than avoiding it.
