First Mobile Radar Speed Sign

The first of three new mobile radar speed signs has now been installed on Hall Road. The Speed
Indicating Devices (SIDs) are temporary sign installations that alert road users to the speed at which they
are travelling along a given stretch of the highway. These signs are shown to reduce speeding, modify
driver behaviour and improve road safety. They also provide valuable data which can be utilised to help
shape future road safety strategies. Over the next few weeks two further signs will be installed. As the
name suggests, these signs will be moved around the village to tackle speeding in all areas.

Vandalism of the Public Toilets

Unfortunately, we are once again having to report acts of misuse and vandalism to the public toilets.
Most recently this has resulted in damage to the door causing a distressing situation and the closure of
one of the toilets for a number of days. Repairs have been undertaken but at a cost to the residents of St
Dennis. We are committed to providing clean, comfortable and safe public toilets. Our team work hard
to achieve this, but we must all do our bit to leave the toilets as we would wish to find them.

Road Safety Week 16tShafteo VZezhn dc | Neosv eSnabveer Li v e s
This year’s theme for Road Safety Week is 'Safe Vehicles Save Lives'.

Tragically every year 1,700 people die on UK roads, and another 30,000 receive life-changing injuries.
This number is shocking, and sadly there has been no significant reduction in this number for more than

a decade. By following the safety advice below we can all do our bit to reduce this staggering number.

Tips for making your vehicle safer for wint:

e Cl ean wo r-kdsaergandlsde ghlattis sn the road and around you. Check all your bulbs
are working and wipe lights regularly to clear away dirt.

e Good road visibil it yifydu'leineushihcanpetemptingna set offs ¢
with the windscreen partially iced over or steamed up. Resist the temptation - reduced visibility
means you are more likely to have an accident and be held responsible for it. (Also, you could be
fined £2,500 plus 3 penalty points on your licence)

e Good Achedk®rstread depth (legal minimum is 1.6mm, AA recommend 2mm or
preferably 3mm) to reduce chance of aquaplaning/skidding. Check tyre pressure regularly - the
correct pressure for your car will help with grip.
