In the 1920’s before television and when radio  
sets were still a novelty, gramophones were  
very popular.  For younger readers 
 gramophones played recorded discs like 
 today’s vinyl records and were wind up  
machines as the village did not have mains  
electricity. 
In fact, gramophone Contests were held, 
 one in May 1928 was held at Providence  
Chapel schoolroom in aid of the chapel  
renovation fund.   There were two tests, one 
 involved a test to a “set” record and the other 
 to the owners own choice, there were  
categories for Horn Gramophones, Table  
Gramophones and Cabinet Sets.   Prizes were  
awarded to the best sounding  
instruments in each.
